THE WOMEN OF LOCKERBIE was originally produced in New York City by the New Group 
and Women’s Project & Productions with the assistance of the Fund for New American 
Plays, a project of the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts with the support 
of Countrywide Home Loans and the Horace W. Goldsmith Foundation in cooperation with 
the President’s Committee on the Arts and Humanities. The play was developed at New 
Dramatists, Eugene O’Neill Theatre Center, Shenandoah International Playwright’s Retreat, 
Geva Theatre, Oregon Shakespeare Festival and the Bay Area Playwright’s Festival. It was the 
Silver Medal recipient in the Onassis International Playwriting Competition.
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DIRECTOR’S NOTES
I had a friend – no longer with us – who sometimes seemed to know 
things that he couldn’t possibly know. On December 21, 1988, he called 
me around lunchtime, saying that all morning he had been hearing 
bagpipes, when no one else at his job was hearing them. It was driving 
him crazy, he said. That evening, TV news shows carried word that Pan 
Am Flight 103, bound from London to New York, had exploded over the 
small Scottish town of Lockerbie, killing all 259 people on board, with 
falling debris killing another eleven people on the ground. Bagpipes – wow!

I first came across The Women of Lockerbie five or six years ago, and fell 
in love with it right away. The play takes a dark terrorist attack, and finds 
in it both light and hope. Early in 2022, I decided to stage the play with 
my students the following fall. I didn’t know at the time how appropriate 
the choice would ultimately become. Over that summer, one of my best 
and longest-term friends, my co-teacher, passed away. Working on the 
play helped me – and our students – to process our loss.

When Sarah Boone contacted me this past spring, asking me to direct 
The Women of Lockerbie for Theatre Jacksonville, she sent me the script, 
assuming that I wouldn’t be familiar with the play. I replied that she sure 
knew how to tempt a guy! I had to accept the chance for another go at 
this eloquent play – this time with age-appropriate actors.

Our Theatre Jacksonville cast has done amazing work exploring the play, 
sharing their own stories of loss and healing as they prepared to put 
Deborah Brevoort’s poetic modern riff on ancient Greek drama on this 
stage. We hope that you will be touched by these women of Lockerbie, 
and that their shared wisdom regarding human loss and healing will light 
your way through dark times of your own.
